CHARACTER LIST

This role can either be taken by an adult or shared between two or
three children with strong, clear speaking voices. Due to the large
amount of girls' parts in the musical, we suggest that if you are using
children for the narration, it is split between 2 or 3 boys.

She has a medium speaking part that requires good acting skills.

A main character with a large speaking part that requires good acting
skills to portray a range of emotions. She has solos in Songs 2, 8 and 9.

She has a large speaking part and should be able to cartwheel etc.
across the stage. She is part of the Nectar Team.

She has two lines to say and is part of the Nectar Team.

Have as many girls as you like. There are 16 small speaking parts,
which could be split between fewer children if required. The Nectar
Team and The Bee Team are formed from this worker-bee group.

They are taken from the worker-bee group. They have their own
chorus to sing in Song 4.

They are taken from the worker-bee group. Worker Bees 1 & 2 need
to be part of the Nectar Team. They have a dance to do in Song 4 and
their own verses to sing.

She doubles up as one of the worker bees and has three lines to say.
She has a few short lines to deliver in a bossy, authoritative tone.

Have as many boys as you like to play the drone bees. There are 11
small speaking parts, which could be split between fewer children,
some lines in unison and they have their own song to sing, Song 5.

A small speaking part for each guard. Guards 1 & 2 guard the hive and
Guards 3 & 4 guard the Queen Bee.

Have as many as you like, played by the younger children. They have a
few small lines that are said in unison.

A medium speaking part. Some acting skill required.
She has four short lines to say.

Mr Waxworth's son. He has a few lines to deliver.
Harvey Headline has one long paragraph to read out.
He has a few lines to say.

Each of the flowers — purple, yellow, blue, pink, white and orange -
has one line each and they have their own song to sing, Song 3.

There are lines for 12. Some drones could double up as townspeople.

Two lines to deliver. This part can be taken by a drone.

Medium speaking parts for four of the drones.
