Lateness

We have had the number of children being late creep up again this week. | understand that sometimes
lateness is unavoidable, but being late has an impact:

0 Being late for school isn’t good because children might miss something important their teacher
says.

0 It can also interrupt their classmates who are already learning.

0 Some children don’t like the feeling when they have to walk into their class after everyone else
has started and are already settled.

0 Children who are frequently late may feel stressed or anxious, struggle to catch up, and develop a
habit of poor attendance, which is linked to lower grades and poorer long-term outcomes.

Impact of Lateness

Being 15 minutes later each day is the same as missing 2 weeks of school

Punctuality helps a child succeed by:
* Improving academic performance.
* Building discipline.

* Developing essential life skills like time management and
responsibility.

¢ Avoiding missing key information and participating more fully in class.
