Y4 Residential – Second Letter

Dear parents/carers,

We would like to inform you of an update to the Y4 residential arrangements.

Following feedback that we received from a few parents and pupils, we carefully considered the points raised and looked further into the possibility of moving the camping element to Corf Camp. In order to ensure that all the children had a voice in the decision, we held a class vote to see which option they preferred. While some pupils were still keen to camp on the school field, a slightly larger number were enthusiastic about the idea of going to Corf Camp. On that basis, we have now gone ahead and secured a booking there. The dates will remain the same. 

It is not always possible for us to reconsider plans based on individual requests or the wishes of a small number of people each time a suggestion is made, as there are many factors that need to be balanced when organising trips and residential experiences. However, on this occasion, we were able to revisit the arrangements and take on board both pupil and parent voice before making this final decision.

We have also managed to book an afternoon’s worth of activities at Manor Adventures in Bembridge (the former Kingswood site). This will include two adventurous activities led by their experienced staff: the 3G swing and abseiling. The children are very excited about this.

These revised plans will still provide the children with exciting and adventurous experiences, giving them the opportunity to develop independence, teamwork and new skills while enjoying time outdoors with their classmates. These experiences are an important part of their development, and we are confident that the children will gain a great deal from the opportunity.

What will it cost?
It would have been £96 per pupil, but thanks to a very generous donation from the BSA who are paying for the Manor Adventures activities, this has been reduced to a voluntary contribution of £63 per pupil.

What do I need to do next?
A deposit of £20 will be required by Friday 24th April, and the final balance of £43 will be required by Friday 15th May. Alternatively, you can pay in full now, via School Money.

No child will be excluded from this trip due to inability to pay, but if insufficient funds are received, the trip may not be able to go ahead. Please speak to the school if finances are of a concern, as we may be able to help. 

Nearer the time, travel details and a kit list will be sent out.
