Finally, our school move-up morning is on Tuesday 7th July between 8:40am and 11:30am.

During this morning, each cohort moves up to their new class to meet the teachers and have a transition
session. We'd like to invite your children to come to this session by themselves, to spend a morningin
school. If your child is already at Pre-School that day, they will be brought into school and collected by a staff
member. If not, please drop off and collect at the Main School Entrance to enable the current Reception

children to also have a smooth transition to their new class.
